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GU clears 10% more
seats for all colleges

Aiming at accommodating all
students who have passed the
Higher Secondary School Cer-
tificate (HSSC) Examination,
Goa University has resolved to
permit all colleges to admit 10
per cent additional seats per
division.

The decision was taken at
the meeting of Goa Universi-
ty’s Academic Council held on
Monday. The official commu-
nication to the principals of
all colleges is expected to be
issued on Tuesday.

In addition to the 10- per
cent increase in seats per
class, the colleges interested
i opening another division
will be granted permission
subject to the approval of the
State government. However,
the colleges which get ap-
proval to start an additional
division will not be allowed to
admit 10 per cent additional
students per class.

Speaking to The Goan
Everyday, a GU official, who
was present at the meeting,
said, “Compared to last year,
over a thousand additional
students have passed HSSC.
Considering this scenario, the
Academic Council has decid-
ed to grant a blanket approval
to all the colleges to admit 10
per cent additional students

PANAJI: Goa University (GU) Academic Council has also
